We know that when you found Pick-A-Woo Woo Publishers many of you 

breathed a sigh of relief only to read that we have closed our trade book 

submissions page at this time. So, it may feel like another door has closed on you 

but in reality two windows of opportunity may have opened.  

 

Trade Publishing through our new initiative - Authors Wish Agreement may be 

your answer. .  

 

Every year we trade publish a number of titles as a commercial publisher - and the full 

risk is ours (as a traditional publisher). There are 3 main risks.  

1. No demand for the book, does not meet our mission or not up to standard.   

This is resolved by the way we choose all our titles. They must be passed by our 

submissions panel and a focus group of children. 

2. The costs of publishing and printing those books.   

Well here is how YOU can reduce that risk by agreeing to purchase a minimum 

number of titles at around WHOLESALE price. You can then on-sell your book 

at your book launch, to family and friends, your network, direct to retailers in 

your area, schools and libraries etc.  All the while making a small profit on your 

investment – both financially AND getting your message out there! Read on for 

more information on how this works. 

3. Thirdly and most importantly - YOU, the Author are the greatest risk OR the 

greatest asset.  

The Author who believes that it is their job to write the book and the publisher’s 

role to publish and promote it is definitely NOT likely to be picked up by a 

mainstream publisher.  

The Author who is prepared to create some publicity of their own, have a 

website, a blog, do readings at bookstores and generally get involved with the 

BIRTH and LAUNCH of their book – are the ones we are seeking.  

Remember – you don’t bring a baby into this world and hand it over to someone 

else to rear…your book is your baby and you know it better than anyone. 
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PLEASE READ TO THE END OF THIS DOCUMENT AND FEEL FREE TO SEND QUESTIONS. 

AT THE CONCLUSION OF THE DOCUMENT YOU’LL GET TO READ SOME OF OUR

Why do we offer the ‘Authors Wish’ program? 

 

As a commercial publisher (Trade Publisher) we invest a substantial amount of money 

each year and this means we can only assist a certain number of authors towards 

manifesting their dream (seeing their children’s book in print). Each year when 

submissions are opened we are inundated with submissions – on average 780 per year. 

 

Regrettably, there are many talented authors whose children’s book we are unable to 

publish. The ‘Authors Wish’ program came about when an entrepreneurial (and 

persistent) Author (whose book we loved) asked if we would print her book if she agreed 

to purchase a minimum number of books to help cover our printing costs…needless to 

say the idea for óAuthors Wishô was born.  

 

If the submission panel believes the marketplace will embrace your book title, then Pick-

a-WooWoo Publishers will assist you by entering into a standard trade commercial 

publishing agreement – on the proviso that you are prepared to invest in your own title.  

 

Please note: just because you like the idea of the óAuthors Wish Agreement óit does not 

mean we automatically agree to pick up your book title ï there are professional process, 

protocol and standards as a publisher that we follow, before any book is agreed upon.  

 

What do we mean by invest? 

 

Basically the major cost in getting your book into print is the actual printing and design 

set up costs. To minimize the overall costs that Pick-a-WooWoo occurs in publishing a 

book (approximately $8000.00) we ask that you the Author purchases a minimum 

number of your book (at around wholesale price) to on sell to family, friends, networks, 

markets, booksellers, exhibitions, schools etc or even at your book launch.  

 

This contribution by you (The Author) significantly reduces our risk and more 

importantly you become an important part of the selling of these books to your own 

network. We give you guidance on book launches and book marketing to help you on this 

important journey.  

Authors Wish Example   

The number of books we require you to purchase is based on the 

type of book we are printing, i.e. picture book, novel etc.  

Picture Book (full colour)– If your book is a 32 page picture book 

and fits into the existing Pick-a-WooWoo Series then you would be 

required to purchase 400 books (approximately  4 boxes) minimum 

@$9.50 each = $3,980 
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If you sold these books at RRP ie 14.95 to $16.95 you would earn 

max income of $6780.00 – a PROFIT of $2800.00-  

Novel  (Colour Cover / B & W interior colour A5 Paperback )– If 

your book is up to 350 pages then you would be required to 

purchase 400 books minimum @$9.95 each = $3980.00  

If you sold these books at RRP ie 17.95 to $19.95 you would earn 

maximum income of $7980.00 – a PROFIT of $4000.00-  

 

PLUS - Now your book is published it will be available through the 

world’s largest distribution channel of book wholesalers and retailer 

- based on which country you reside in (but you have option for both 

distribution channels – See below - also  read Pg 6 - More about the Authors Wish 

Agreement) 

US/UK/ Canada/Europe - Ingram Distribution Channel 

Leveraging the distribution strength of INGRAM Distribution, the 

world’s largest book distribution and wholesale company, your title 

is listed (IPage)which means your book always appears in stock and 

available to all Ingram customers. With over 50,000 wholesalers, 

retailers and booksellers in over 100 countries your titles will gain 

the maximum exposure in the market today. With print to order, 

your book is printed and ready for shipment in 12 hours or less.  

 

Australian market - books are listed with TitlePage®, Australia’s 

most widely used book-trade availability and bibliographic 

information database. Your title will always be available, easily 

found and ordered-in through all major & independent bookstores. 

Single book orders right through to bulk purchasing requests can be 

handled seamlessly by us, leaving you the Author free to 

concentrate on getting the word out while royalties accumulate.   

We work closely with Australia’s top Mind Body Spirit Distributor 

(Brumby Books) who currently distributes all our Pick-a-WooWoo 

titles exclusively (All new titles are presented to Brumby Books – however we have no 

control over whether they will pick up titles as this is assessed on the books merits.) 

PLUS - You also earn Author commission (also known as royalties) 

on your new book (approximately 11-12.5% of net receipts). (Authors 

orders and upfront books are royalty exclusive). 

PLUS - you are supported by a Mind Body Spirit / Spiritual 

Publisher who believes in you and your book and you will have an 

instant network of like minded Authors.

We can provide you with a more detailed estimate once you’ve decided that this is a path 

you would like to follow and we understand your book requirements fully. 

 

Remember, if you were to self-publish (or Vanity Publish) it would probably cost you a 

greater amount when you consider all the costs of initial design, editing, production, 

printing, travel, and controlled storage– not to mention some trade shows and ongoing 

management costs of sales, network / product marketing and operations, establishment of 

networks and contacts and the many hidden costs. As a publisher we have many cost 

savings because we participate in this industry daily and have spent considerable time 

developing networks and relationships especially with our suppliers and printing partners 

– our aim is that we are a turn-key operation, with strong relationships with all suppliers, 

customers and third parties (and of course YOU). 
 

Don’t get us wrong – you still play a very big part in this journey...One of the greatest 

misconceptions thought by writers is that the job is done when the book manuscript is 

mailed. While manuscript completion is a time to celebrate, it is also the time to switch 

hats. The book writer now becomes the book promoter. Yes this is your role and we help 

and support you wherever we can.  Remember: A book is like an iceberg. The writing is 

the easier part; the 20% visible above the waterline. The promoting is the most important 

part and usually consumes even more time (80% under the water). The promoting is also 

often the part not anticipated by you the author. Wherever possible we share this journey 

with you ....this IS a partnership. 

 

So writing the book is the easy part of the process. As the author (and the parent) of your 

book, you have an obligation to provide it with the best opportunity for growth. You must 

do more than just write the book. Look under the water (and this is where we can help too 

as we have invested just as you have). 

 

Your investment is our investment so we do everything in our power to ensure sales of all 

Pick-a-WooWoo books, including yours.

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What do I do now?  

 

There is NO COST involved in submitting your manuscript for us to read for suitability 

and acceptance. If found NOT suitable – we’ll advise you accordingly and offer you some 

suggestions as to who may consider your book title within the publishing industry.  

 

If Accepted - If your children’s book is found to be acceptable, we will provide a 

completely personal service, planning and seeing your book through all the various facets 

of production. One of our team will be assigned to your book and manage the process 

from the start. An edited manuscript will then be sent to you for your approval. When it is 

returned it will be typeset, proofread and the proofs sent to you for final checking. 

 

The average time for completing a book is eight months (or sooner depending on how 

much work you’ve done too). 

 

 

More about the Authors Wish Publishing Agreement! 

 

Our publishing service is an arrangement between the Author (you) and the Publisher 

(Pick-A-Woo Woo Publishers) wherein both contribute and then share in the 

benefits. The Author contributes the manuscript  plus artwork and agrees to promote and 

market their book wherever possible. The publisher manages production from start to 

finish, all administration and legal requirements, plus promotion, marketing, 

wholesale, retail and mail order expertise, website, warehousing, fulfillment, accounting, 

rights selling and so on. See book management plan for more information.  

 

Although we require you to agree to purchase a minimum number of your title to cover 

some of the origination costs, no further monies are required.  Please note: you will be 

asked to make a choice on countries for book distribution and a one of fee does apply 

(see below).  

 

We undertake a typical first print run which is enough for review and to satisfy early 

demand. This allows us the option to alter the back cover on future print runs to include 

any favorable review comments your book might gain etc. Such endorsements on the 

back of a book are a promotional BONUS that can really help increase sales.  

 

Further print runs are at full cost to the publisher. Obviously, the publisher also benefits 

from the sale of the book and therefore guarantees to keep the book in print for a 

minimum of five years (or more if the market requires). Please note:  All reprints of the 

title are undertaken at our expense. 

 

Book Distribution: Your book journey starts in the country that you reside, for example: 

¶ Australian Authors books will be established in Australia first and you will have 

the option to pay a once only fee of $295 AUS to convert your files so that your 

book will be made available in US/UK/Canada/Europe.  

¶ US/UK/ Canada Authors books will be established in the US/UK/Canada/Europe 

first and you will have the option to pay a once only fee of $295 AUS to convert

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your files so that your book will be made available in Australia /New Zealand as 

well.  

 

What does Pick-A-Woo Woo Publishers do? 

 

In brief, Pick-A-Woo Woo Publishers evaluates your manuscript and its market potential. 

If accepted we’ll manage the editing and you’ll be involved at each step of this process. 

After editing we’ll manage the design and typeset of your book and handle details such as 

cover design and colour separations. Note: Illustrations are required and if not supplied 

(for colour books) then we can assist you with professional artists and photographers. 

You’ll receive a file in Pdf format (proof of the galleys) for changes and corrections.  

 

Your electronically prepared book is sent by USB to the printer. The printers we work 

with use the latest high-resolution equipment and meet our quality standards and are 

‘Green Friendly’ rated. We handle the delivery and then storage of the books direct into 

our warehouse and dispatch centre (for Australian titles).  Overseas titles are via Ingram 

Book Distribution. 

 

We attend to all copyright and standard book numbering details (ISBN) and copies are 

lodged with the National Library of Australia Cataloguing in Publication, copyright 

agencies and legal requirements.  

 

Even before your book is printed the Pick-a-WooWoo team will prepare information, 

which is sent to key accounts, wholesalers and library suppliers.  

 

We work closely with Australia’s top Mind-Body-Spirit distributor (Brumby Books).  

 

You will have the opportunity to take your title to the US/UK/Canada /Europe (or vice 

versa to Australia and NZ depending on your country of origin) - at an additional 

nominal cost, approx $295 Aus. The additional cost is to help pay for the book set up – 

which is different in size and printing requirement to Australian books.  

 

Our printer and distributor Lightning Source has extensive contacts in the US - Ingram;  

Amazon.com; Baker & Taylor; Barnes & Noble. In the UK via Amazon.co.uk (retailer);  

Bertrams (wholesaler); Blackwell (library supplier); Book Depository (Amazon 

Marketplace); Coutts (library supplier); Dawson (library supplier); Gardners (wholesaler) 

/ Mallory International (wholesaler); Paperback Bookshop (Amazon Marketplace).   

 

We have excellent contacts with book reviewers and expertise in preparing press 

material.  After publication, details and review copies are sent to the local and national 

media and to specialist magazines or parenting journals (and other specialized 

magazines). 

 

Once again, the book schedule highlights the process involved in publishing a children’s 

book. (note: Schedule is a in-house guide for the team @ Pick-a-WooWoo).  

 

Whilst every effort is made to promote our books, there is no guarantee given or implied 

that books will be stocked by bookstores or that book reviewers will select our books.

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This decision is purely the domain of the receiver (book buyers / editors etc)and is based 

on the books merits. 

 

In essence, we provide a professional service to ensure your children’s book reaches the 

market place. Our means of distributing proceeds / royalties are fair and realistic to both 

the author and to us…you make a once only payment to publish your book and we have 

the financial incentive and of course passion to continue selling it. We cannot see the 

advantages (as in Authors Wish) of other ways to publish your book, for example: an 

arrangement whereby the author is offered unrealistically high percentage on returns on 

sales as this provides the company with little or no obligation /incentive to promote and 

sell the book, or, where you get a small number of books upfront and then required to pay 

again to have the book reprinted whenever it is needed.  

 

Author satisfaction is of greatest importance to us and we are sure you will enjoy 

the journey in publishing your book with Pick-a-WooWoo.
